METERED PARKING

Metered parking spots in Downtown
Boise are monitored from 8 a.m. to
6 p.m., Monday through Friday.

The purpose of on-street metered
parking is o encourage parking
turnover and space availability for the
patrons and customers of downtown
businesses. By keeping these spaces
free from employee parking you are
making it easier for customers to access
your business and fostering a pleasant
experience for your customers.

Did you know:

¢ All of the electronic parking meters
have a blue button that activates 20
free minutes of parking time—just push
the blue button. Once you've gotten
your free minutes you can add coins
or use your parking card for additional
time as needed. When your time
expires you must move your vehicle.

Parking Cards:

Purchased at City Hall, refillable parking
cards are available in amounts from
$10 to $50. Meters will automatically
deduct $0.25 in15-minute increments
until the card is removed or maximum
fime is reached.
