Boise Mayor Dave Bieter will light the 
holiday tree at the Zion’s Bank Holiday Tree Lighting Celebration in the Grove Plaza. The 30ft 
Blue Spruce tree donated by Keena & Trevor Just and decked with lights sponsored by JR & 
Esther Simplot will be displayed through January 1st, 2006 in the Grove Plaza. 
 
"Boise's tree has become the centerpiece of our downtown holiday festivities, and the 
tree-lighting event is a wonderful way for the whole city to come together in celebration of 
this special time of year.”
